What an exceptional day at the village hall on Tuesday 13th May. The Rural Housing Trust (builds affordable houses 
around the country) organised a seminar with invited Parish and District councillors from around Devon. The Lord 
Lieutenant was also in attendance. The day was informative and encouraging for Parish Councils to start the process of 
achieving affordable housing in their parishes. At 2.30 HRH Princess Anne, president of the Rural Housing Trust, arrived 
after landing at Petrockstowe recreation field and gave a short address entitled 'Be Positive'.  After a short question and 
answer session on affordable housing many invited guests and members of the hall committee met HRH, before she 
signed the 'Visitors Book' and was presented with a posy by Clinton School's youngest girl Chloe Folland, supported by 
the eldest boy Tom Scantlebury. She was then whisked off to another meeting at Buckingham Palace. The weather was 
tremendous and the hall looked marvellous. A number of speakers during the day commented on the quality of the hall 
and even HRH said, "Having a hall like this is not common". I guess she was impressed! I certainly felt very proud of the 
hall and congratulations and a special thanks to all the committee and friends who have kept it going and looking so good 
for 10 years.

HRH gave a short speech about the 
need to remain positive in the endeavour to obtain local affordable housing and how important it is to retain strong 
community links. HRH spoke of her admiration for the Clinton Hall and how proud our community must be of it.  
The seminar closed at 3.20. The Princess Royal circulated around the hall and took her time to speak to many delegates; 
She spoke to Clinton Hall Committee members and asked questions in relation to how often the hall is used and when it 
opened. She left the hall at 4.00 to be given a rousing send off from the children of the school and parents. Apart from a 
Royal visit to our small community the seminar proved to be interesting and will inspire many small communities to try 
and develop a small group of houses to meet local need and to help keep small communities, such as ours, alive.

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Celebrating Merton’s Kingmaker 
If you live in Merton you will probably have heard the name George Monck at some point. If not, you soon will, because 
he is undoubtedly the most colourful historical figure to be associated with Merton and this year marks the 400th 
anniversary of his birth. Who was George Monck and why is he so important? Well, he became one of the most influential 
characters of the English Civil War and Commonwealth period and a key player in the Restoration of the Monarchy in 
1660. He was born at Great Potheridge on 6 December 1608, the fourth child of Sir Thomas Monck, an impoverished 
landowner. At the age of 16 he began his military career by joining a military expedition to Cadiz. On his return to 
England he was accused of murdering the under-sheriff who had imprisoned his father for debt, and to avoid capture he 
absconded with another expedition to France, where he distinguished himself in battle. After a spell in the Dutch army, he 
returned to England to fight for the Royalist side in the English Civil War. He was eventually captured by Cromwell’s 
men and imprisoned in the Tower of London. After the defeat of Charles the First and the Royalist cause, Monck readily 
professed an oath of loyalty to Cromwell and Parliament, and was appointed to commands in Ireland and Scotland. After 
the death of Cromwell in 1658, Monck at first swore loyalty to his son, Richard, but when it became clear that Richard 
was an unsuitable successor, he entered into secret negotiations with Charles the Second’s side, eventually paving the way 
for the Restoration of the Monarchy. In reward, he was created Duke of Albemarle and his regiment of foot became the 
only part of Cromwell’s New Model Army to be incorporated into Charles’ military, becoming the Coldstream Guards, 
who maintain their link with Merton to this day. When Monck died in 1670, he received a state funeral at the King’s own 
expense and a resting place of honour in Westminster Abbey. 
 

Explore North Devon is a community archives project that is working with a growing number of north Devon 
parishes to spread awareness of the rich local heritage of our region. Our project partners, the North Devon Record Office, 
Museum of Barnstaple & North Devon, Northern Devon Coast & Countryside Service and the National Archives, have 
established an interactive website (www.explorenorthdevon.org) to collect and promote community heritage information, 
stories and images, and we look forward to working with you in Merton to commemorate the 400th anniversary of George 
Monck’s birth and his importance to our history. We will be discussing possible events with community organisations in 
the parish but we would also like to hear from anybody who has any ideas or suggestions as to how this might develop,

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Merton Parish Council 
The Annual General Meeting of Merton Parish Council was held in the Clinton Hall on Thursday 8th May 2008 at 8pm. 
Apologies were received from Cllr Tim Horner 
Present: Cllrs Brian Nancekivell (chair) Chris Laughton, Philip Collins, Jan Sharpe, Ron Down, Mark Phillips, Paul 
Scantlebury PCSO Sandra Brown and two parishioners. 
Cllr Nancekivell introduced PCSO Sandra Brown who addressed those present and gave the crime figures for the year. 
There were seven reported crimes and included burglary, one drink driver, allegation of assault, theft from vehicles 
including tractor parts and other valuable items. Unfortunately not all had been solved and were still on file. There is a 
new speed gun based at Torrington and all officers are being trained to use it, they will then be able to visit the villages 
with it. The speed flashers seem to be working quite well and this could be emphasised with the use of the speed gun.  
Data from this will be fed back to the Parish Council on a quarterly basis.  Cllr Collins requested stats of the amount of 
vehicles passing through the village and the average speeds.  It was stated that the speed guns have to be in a prominent 
and signed position to make them legal.  PCSO Brown was thanked for attending and left the meeting at 8.15pm. 
The minutes of the last AGM were read and signed as a true record. There were no matters arising. 
 

Chairman’s Report:  The chairman, Cllr Nancekivell reported on the achievement of getting the flashing speed lights, 
which hopefully are successful. The Parish Plan is going to print.  He is disappointed by Torridge District Council on 
planning in the village, and suggested the Council keep lobbying for more houses, although at this time there is no 
development allowed. He congratulated the Clinton Hall on the 10th Anniversary and thanked all involved with the 
Clinton Hall on their effort to keep it going so well and looking so nice. He reported that Princess Anne would be visiting 
on Tuesday 13th May for a Housing Trust Seminar.  He thanked all the councillors for their continued support, thanks also 
to John Luxton, Cedric and Wendy Askew for their voluntary work keeping the flower beds tidy and planted.  
Churchyard Fund Report:  Cllr Collins reported that there was a balance of £2702 in the bank account of the churchyard 
fund.  The AGM is due soon.  The Yew trees have had a stay of execution; the bush yew trees between the main trees

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down the church path have been trimmed. Mike Ford the churchwarden has agreed to keep them trimmed back regularly. 
The tree on the corner of the churchyard has been trimmed back and tidied up. 
 

Clinton Hall Report:  Cllr Phillips gave a report on the Clinton Hall.  The 10-year refurbishment has been completed in 
time for the Anniversary event. The committee are maintaining and improving the standards of the hall.  Solar panels have 
been installed on the roof and the hall was successful in getting funding for this. The panels convert sunlight into 
electricity by inverter and any unused electricity can be sold back to the grid for payment.   There will be financial 
benefits to the hall.  The hall are trying to get funding for solar hot water /heating. This would override the oil-fired 
boilers, but not replace completely as they would be required as standby, which would make great financial savings to the 
hall.  The hall would probably have to contribute £2000 - £3000 on the total spend of £65000-70000 if the grants 
applications are successful.  Mark has stepped down from the hall committee now after 15 years. He reported there were 
new people joining the committee and this would mean continued success. 
 

The accounts for 2007/2008 were presented by the clerk and adopted by the councillors. The two parishioners present 
queried the extra council tax due to the rise in the precept for this year.  It was reported that the extra funds would be used 
to repair the square. This will not be possible on one year’s precept but the council hope to do repairs in stages. It was 
stated that Torridge District Council are not able to provide funds for various organisations as in previous years when 
grants for local organisations were match funded by TDC so this meant the Parish Council had to award grants from the 
precept. This year a total of £600 was awarded to local organisations including Churchyard Fund, Merton Football Club, 
Friends of the Clinton School, Rainbow Pre-school, Friendship Club and the Clinton Hall. Parishioners can view the 
accounts by prior arrangement with the clerk. 
 

Election of Officers: Chairman: Cllr Tim Horner. Vice Chair: Cllr Mark Phillips, Hall Committee Rep:  Cllr Jan Sharpe. 
Churchyard Committee: Cllrs Nancekivell, Collins and Down. Advisory Group Rep; Cllr Mark Phillips  
AOB: It was agreed to publicise the meeting better when the precept is to be set to invite parishioners along. There was no 
further business to discuss the meeting closed at 9pm. 
An ordinary council meeting followed the AGM. 
Apologies : Cllr Tim Horner  Present : Cllr Mark Phillips (Vice-chair), Cllrs Laughton, Collins ,Nancekivell, Down 
Sharpe, and Scantlebury. 
Cllr Philips chaired the meeting. The minutes were signed as a true record.  
Matters Arising: Boundary commission - The Parish Council was invited to send comments on the proposed Boundary 
changes.  Cllr Nancekivell completed a form and made comments, which were sent back to Torridge District Council for 
them to include in their findings. This was done outside of the Council meeting, as there was a short time scale to reply of 
4 days.  Cllr Nancekivell who was chairman at the time suggested the boundaries should include the whole of Devon, with 
or without Exeter. Plymouth and Torbay are already unitary.  The District Councils would probably be dissolved. This 
could mean rural council offices and more power to the Market towns and Parish Councils.  Torridge District Council had 
similar ideas for a Devon unitary.  The suggestions will be passed to the government for their decision in December 2008. 
There would be no more funding for these changes and redundancies, which would have to be paid for out of the existing 
Council tax.  
Post Office – Cllr Laughton reported that Merton is to be kept open at the moment. An update of the Post Office will be 
put on the next meeting agenda. Square – Wayne Mansfield is keen to quote for the project and suggested doing the 
repairs in sections. He proposed putting a man and machine in for 2 days to remove the tarmac and make good the 
surface. The cobbles could be priced on an hourly rate and could be done when funds available. It was proposed a small 
group meet with Mr Mansfield on site to discuss and price the job. Cllrs Nancekivell, Laughton and Collins together with 
the clerk would meet Mr Mansfield. Planning Application - A planning application for a granny annex at Merton Mill was 
approved in principle with reservations that the windows should be wood framed not UPVC. This was sent back to TDC 
with these comments. The plans had been viewed outside of a council meeting due to the time scale. The clerk was 
disappointed that the plans had not been returned quicker and discussion took place on the best way to deal with this. It 
was decided to continue as before but to monitor it again. 
Correspondence :-  Transport -   The clerk reported on the colour coded road signs. This was originally raised at a 
transport meeting held in the Clinton hall and further discussed at an Advisory Group meeting held in Torrington.  It 
appears that all road signs are colour coded to designate the size and type of road and suitability of use by HGVs etc. The 
highways are producing a map for each parish to show roads and suitability in their areas.  
Planning Obligations – A booklet reporting planning obligations etc had been produced by TDC and needed to have 
comments sent back by the 18th May 2008. It was proposed that Merton should be upgraded to sustainable status. A 
questionnaire produced showing Torrington was not relevant to Merton and would be returned stating this. 
Complaint – A letter of complaint was received from a parishioner concerning the blocked roadway at back lane. When 
the main road was being tarmaced the entrance to Trefusis Terrace was blocked. The parishioner tried to use the road 
down back lane but found this was blocked by parked cars. Despite asking the owner to move them this was refused.  The 
parishioner was concerned should an emergency vehicle need to use this exit. This was not a Parish Council problem but 
the complaint was passed to Clinton Devon Estate to deal with. It was agreed a letter would be sent to the complainant 
thanking her for her observations and the outcome.   
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Land Registry -A letter was received concerning Land Registry. It was decided to obtain costs to register the Village 
Square.  
Website -It was requested that a village Website should be discussed at the next meeting and this will be put on the 
agenda.  
AOB – A complaint had been received about horse manure being left in the village square after the hounds had met there. 
Cllr Nancekivell reported that the manure was completely cleaned up after everyone had left.  
Public speaking – this will be on every agenda after Matters Arising.  
Vote of Thanks -Cllr Collins proposed a vote of thanks to Cllr Nancekivell for his chairmanship for a considerable 
number of years.  
Complaint -a complaint had been received from a farmer who had been left with ridges in the gateways into all his fields 
along the main road after it was resurfaced. A letter will be sent to the Devon Highways. 
Path to Tarka Trail -Cllr Nancekivell has spoken to the Clinton Devon Estate concerning the possibility of a path to join 
up with the Tarka Trail. A letter from the Parish Council will be sent to Mr John Bain.  
Cheques were signed for Council Insurance and the clerk’s expenses for the year. There was no further business to discuss 
the meeting closed at 10.35 NEXT MEETING DATE CHANGED TO Thursday 19 TH June at 8pm  
 
District Issues 
Torridge District Council has been hit with news that the Boundary Commission is looking at making recommendations to 
the Secretary of State regarding the removal of our current 2 tier system (County and District Councils); a move I 
certainly support as I have long realised the uneconomic as well as inefficient system we have been burdened with for 
many years. County heeds not District and District heeds not County, duplication often occurs and neither seem to work in 
true partnership – understandable, as that is how it is set up - each responsible for their own areas and not each others. 
With a unitary there should be less 'Top Brass' and more overall views of issues and how to solve them. Of course TDC is 
mostly concerned with answering the 64-dollar question - which type of unitary will suit us here. The two camps are split 
almost equally either for a Northern Unitary of Torridge, North Devon and parts of West Devon and Mid Devon - exact 
areas so far unknown - or the other camp thinking a larger unitary might be best. It is true to say that many consider in 
their hearts that a Northern Unitary would give better feel and more local aspect to issues whilst heads think that a larger 
unitary would possibly stack up in terms of financial settlements. There will be no extra Government funding in the 
future, any changes have to be cost neutral within 5 years (new offices – redundancies, integrated IT systems etc etc ) Of 
course, to make a balanced view it would be nice to have at least some broad knowledge of the costs of roads and 
education as well as social services that any new unitary would have to include in its operations, balanced with income of 
council taxes and government settlements but no such information is being made available - that will all be calculated for 
us when the boundary commission makes its recommendation: we will hear the verdict before the end of this year. My 
preference so far is a larger unitary including Exeter as I see area offices will have to replace District Councils and local 
views, which are a key part of any change, should be able to have a voice effectively.  Certainly if we can get rid of the 
Highways central call system which prohibits anyone talking to the engineers actually responsible for the area of concern 
must be a better move. I, as your District Councillor, am not allowed to get the direct numbers of those whom I wish to 
speak to and our officers at Torridge have the same problem - they resort to e-mailing the central system - things have 
gone rather too far I think. Although the day after e-mail was sent the grass verges onto the A386 at Little Torrington were 
cut - coincidence or e-mail power? 
Some good news is that shortly even I should have small (£2000) Ward budget to assist community projects - but as yet 
all the strings have not been tied on to the package - there will be several hoops to jump through but it is a step in the right 
direction to give a little support to the parishes.
